MARCH 17, 2006
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Work Experience Coordinators Association of New York State, will host a conference for all work based learning coordinators throughout the state on Friday, March 17, 2006 at Bryant & Stratton College in Albany, New York from 8:30 AM to 3:00 PM.  Our theme for our conference is Basic Training for the Work Experience Coordinator.  It has been almost ten years since this association has hosted a state wide conference to bring together all work based learning coordinators in NYS.
