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Suggestions for dining successfully!
· Do not chew gum while at the restaurant.
· Allow interviewer to order first and follow their lead. Order form the middle price range and choose food that is easy to manage.
· Once seated, put your napkin in your lap. Leave the napkin in your chair if you must leave your seat.
· Do not order alcoholic beverages.
· Leave a dropped utensil on the floor and ask the wait staff for another.
· Use the utensils farthest from your plate and work your way in. Your water glass is to your right.

· For a piece of bread, put a small pat of butter on your plate and butter small pieces of bread as you go.

· When taking a break from eating, place your utensils with their tips on your plate, not on the table.

· Do not request doggie bags.

· For a shared food item, designate a serving utensil.

· Chew with your mouth closed. Do not speak with food in your mouth.

· At the end of the meal put your napkin back on the table, not on the plate.

· Turn off your cell phone.
