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What happens after the interview……. 
In the interview, ask when you might expect a decision about the position .
· Remember that employers often need additional time to make a decision than originally thought 

· Practice patience and wait for an answer

If you still don’t hear after 2 weeks have passed since the interview 
· Consider sending an email or a letter like the one below:
