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Step 1:  RESEARCH 

1) Find the address in the yellow pages or on the Internet. 

2) Get directions from www.mapquest.com and print them.

3) Get a second opinion – ask a trusted person if the directions seem accurate or if they know a better way (considering traffic, parking, and time constraints).

Step 2:  PRACTICE

1) [image: image2.wmf]Go to your interview site a few days before, at approximately the same time you will be arriving on your actual interview date.

2) Drive there (or take public transportation) using the same route you had obtained directions for.  Time yourself to determine how much time you should leave yourself on the actual interview date.

Additional  Thoughts.

1. Always arrive to an interview alone.  Do not take anyone with you as this can be a distraction and will give an immature impression to the employer.

2. Always arrive 10 minutes early.  Do not enter the building until 5 minutes until your interview but you should already be in the parking lot 10 minutes before the scheduled time.

3. Use your early arrival time to check your face, teeth, and apparel before entering the building.  If you need to use the facilities before you enter, you still have time.
