2) What is motivating you to get the job – money, experience, resume purposes for college?  Will this job contribute to your future career path?

3) Will you be able to get to this job without a problem?  Do you have transportation?

4) Do the work hours give you time to keep up with your school assignments and activities?  Will you be able to have time off for tests or family issues?

Does This Job Satisfy ME?

1) Will you have energy or time to keep up with your social life?

2) Are you learning skills that you can use at another job?

3) Is your pay enough to keep you balanced in your personal budgeting?
